Eagle Island Docks (File:  1785-27) 

J. Gerbrandt (5770 Eagle Harbour Road) spoke relative to his concerns regarding the replacement of the Eagle Island mainland and island docks, including concerns relative to the location of the dock extensions, boat traffic and parking, and the placing of materials by Eagle Island residents on his property.
P. and J. Fry (5785 Eagle Harbour Road) spoke in opposition to the replacement of the north dock and spoke relative to their concerns regarding noise, view impact and easements.
A. Skill (5780 Eagle Harbour Road) spoke in support of the recommendation but requested that the dock and garbage containers be relocated.
B. Dozzi (Manager of Roads and Transportation) introduced the report, spoke relative to the background and the existing dock’s maintenance costs.
P. Hindley (Co-Chair of the Eagle Island Task Force) spoke in support of the recommendation and spoke relative to the background, next steps and continued District involvement.
J. Brock (5838 Eagle Island and Co-Chair of the Eagle Island Task Force) spoke in support of the recommendation.
Discussion ensued relative to parking issues around Eagle Island, the $500,000 funding, timeline, breakwaters, boat traffic and safety, and the possibility of creating a fixed link to Eagle Island.  
J. Gerbrandt spoke for a second time (from the public gallery) relative to the need for a breakwater in order to improve water safety.

MOVED by Ferguson, seconded by Soprovich:



THAT funding in the amount of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000) for the replacement of the Eagle Island mainland and island docks be considered by Council through the 2009 Capital Budget deliberation process as a municipal capital project; AND THAT it is Council’s expectation that a public process take place to include Eagle Island residents and mainland neighbours to recommend a mutually acceptable design.

Discussion ensued with respect to a proposed motion for deferral to obtain further information. R. Fung (Director of Engineering and Transportation) spoke relative to the process, funding, Eagle Island residents’ work with staff over the past 4-5 years, complexity and project timing, and responded to queries of Council.  Further discussion ensued relative to the next steps, how the $500,000 funding would be applied and issues with constructing a breakwater including jurisdictional issues and liaising with the Department of Fisheries and Oceans.

2. AND WHEREAS under the proposed Licence and Operating Agreement the District agrees to pay to the SPCA in the event of termination the depreciated value of the shelter premise in an amount equal to:

a. The Initial Compensation Value ($491,000) reduced by $24,550 per year after 1997

b. And agree that after January 1, 2017, the value of the Shelter shall be $0.00

3. AND WHEREAS, pursuant to section 175 of the Community Charter, Council may incur liability under an agreement for more than five years only with approval of the electors by elector assent or by alternative approval process under Section 86 of the Community Charter.

4. AND WHEREAS the Municipal Clerk will make available to the public during regular business hours copies of the Licence and Operating Agreement and records relating to it as of the date of the first notice of Alternative Approval Process published pursuant to Section 86 of the Community Charter.

5. NOW THEREFORE Council resolves as follows:

a. An Alternative Approval Process will be provided in relation to the liability to compensate the Society that would be incurred under the Licence and Operating Agreement.

b. Elector responses shall be in the form before Council this day.

c. The deadline for elector response forms shall be 4:00 pm on December 12, 2008.

d. The Municipal Clerk is authorized to prepare and publish a Notice of Alternative Approval Process.

e. A fair determination of the total number of eligible electors of the District of West Vancouver is 34,357.
