Our move proved to be an excellent decision, close to schools for our children and all of
the wonderful amenities that are close by. We have even come to cherish the leafy feel of our street
with its gardens planted up lo the road line; quite the antithesis of an “urban environment” We even
like the rain gulley by the side of the road and the fact that the schoolkids from West Van High walk
down the street because there is no sidewalk.

First many thanks to Mr. Sokol for his comprehensive reply to ADRA’s letter and questions.
[ would like to comment further as follows.

Two years ago West Vancouver’s planning Department and Council established a philosophy
for introducing alternate housing to West Vancouver: namely that alternate housing forms
should be introduced gradually with the approval of the residents in the immediate
neighbourhood.

This resulted in a pilot program to gauge the acceptance of lane and carriage houses in the
different neighbourhoods. Only one of the many that were considered is still alive in the
program.

The present proposal for 20th. and Esquimalt is a complete reversal of this philosophy.
Planning Department is proposing that the full block be designated a Development Permit Area
for future infill housing and that three properties be rezoned to allow the construction of nine
independent strata units (six duplex units and three lane houses). This is certainly not a gradual
introduction of multi-family units and lane housing into a single-family neighbourhood.

The nine unit development (then ten) was turned down by Council four years ago because it
did not meet the OCP “Site Specific” zoning requirements It has only been reintroduced now
because it has been tied to the full block Development Permit Area of future infill housin
(which is really questionable in light of the Councils proclaimed Philosophy). ‘

It should be noted that Kiwanis is proposing to replace their present 55 units for seniors with
140 units in two towers just two blocks from this proposed development. The Kiwanis units
will be affordable.

ADRA considers that Council should abide by the Philosophy that they adopted two years ago
and that multi-family units and lane housing should only be introduced into a single-family
neighbourhood on a gradual one by one basis with full acceptance by the neighbourhood. On
this basis alone the present proposal of the nine units and the full block Development Permit
Area should not be approved.

ADRA is also concerned that approval of this full block Development Permit Area will set a
precedent for other similar proposals for full block development in both the immediate area
and other neighbourhoods where the block has similar surroundings to the present proposal.

My wife and I have lived in the 1200 block of Haywood Avenue
since the mid 1960s.

When we decide to downsize into smaller premises we hope to be
able to remain in West Vancouver. This, however, will be
extremely challenging as our housing choices are currently limited
to two types of dwelling: Single family or high-rise — neither of
which appeal to us or will likely suit our needs — but there is little
else available within reasonable proximity to the amenities and
services we anticipate that we will require.

Ageing residents and young adults are not well served by the
present stock of housing in West Vancouver, and both groups
would benefit from a broader range of choices. This view point is
in fact, confirmed by your own surveys which clearly reveal that
most residents support an increase of alternative housing types,
such as duplexes and town homes. Residents recognize that
retaining a vibrant community requires housing options that meet
the diversity of its citizens’ needs. The restrictive choice of
housing that is presently so prevalent, will continue to narrow
rather than broaden diversity among the citizens.

The Lower Ambleside and Dundarave areas warrant special
attention due to their close proximity to essential services and
transportation. Over half of these areas’ homes are over 40 years
old — with many owned by ageing residents. This situation
produces a predictable pattern within the real-estate market.
Alarmingly recent media releases indicate a spike in home sales in
West Vancouver so there is even greater urgency for the
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municipality’s housing policy to adapt and adjust. Our concern
and the concern of many residents is that an ongoing scenario will
see older, smaller homes being sold, demolished, and replaced by
large, single family houses built to the maximum allowable floor
space and footprint. This undesirable pattern is showing signs of
accelerating. Once a house is sold, demolished, and replaced, it is
likely 30, 40, or more years before the community has a chance to
make a different decision. Individual citizens can voice their
wishes, but it is the municipal government that can and must
provide the leadership in shaping our neighbourhoods. Two-thirds
of our residents view the new houses built in their neighbourhoods
as being too large. The current housing policy allows and
encourages these unwanted changes in many neighbourhoods.

There is an intense desire by residents to protect the distinctive
character of West Vancouver. Yet the majority acknowledge that
doing nothing has not — and will not -- enable our community to
retain the very qualities they so cherish.

Conditions are ripe for appropriate steps, to enable ageing residents
— and their adult children — to remain in their community instead of
being forced to leave due to a lack of housing options.

[t is time to provide a broader choice of living accommodation in
Lower Ambleside and Dundarave. It is time to for council and
district officials to explore, encourage, promote, and work with
property owners to facilitate the construction of smaller, alternative
housing in lieu of large single family dwellings throughout the
district but in particular in the highly desirable Ambleside and
Dundarave residential areas.

Council’s leadership is required at this time of rapid social and
demographic change. I therefore urge Council to endorse projects
such as Hollyburn Mews and use such projects as models to further
gage public sentiment regarding housing options; and if warranted




put up successful projects as the way property must be utilized in
the future in key amenity laden areas.

Dear Mayor and Council,

We are writing in support of the proposal to re-zone 2013, 2047, 2063 Esquimalt Avenue by Geller Properties.

This appears to be the first sensible solution that not only enhances this area of West Vancouver but aiso initiates a way
forward with moderate density increase.

Not every area of the District should receive ‘blanket’ re-zoning, but this type of careful (and tasteful) planning offers a
viable alternative to increase housing for smaller families and older couples.

In our particular case, we have looked at possibly retiring into an apartment within a few years, but the cost differential
between a single home lot and a condominium/strata of half the size ~ 1,000 sq. ft. — is very minimal (10-20% at current
market valuation).

There are more and more renters, who have little hope of ever becoming owners if the present pattern
continues.

You will be doing a service not only to West Vancouver, but to all of Metro Vancouver if you vote to let this
project proceed. Being serious about sustainable development means approaching Metro Vancouver's housing
challenges with courage and innovation.

Affordable home ownership is better than affordable rental housing. Keeping seniors in their own
neighborhoods is better than forcing them to move away because they cannot maintain a large yard. Allowing
young families a chance to buy a smaller home within the neighborhood in which they grew up is better than
losing young families to the Fraser Valley and having to close more schools. West Vancouver's vision would
likely inspire other Metro Vancouver councils to follow your example.
