1. Overview
Residents of West Vancouver, including those in th-fffffl -,eighbourhood, are seeking clarity

regarding the implications of two major developments: 

1. The 2026 Musqueam Rights Recognition & Stewardship Agreements

2. The 2025 Cowichan Supreme Court Decision (under appeal)

These developments have raised questions about private property security, municipal authority, 

and future permitting processes within West Vancouver. 

2. Key Facts Relevant to West Vancouver

Musqueam Agreements (2026) 
- The agreements define a Musqueam traditional territory boundary that includes West

Vancouver.

- Federal and Musqueam officials state the agreements do not affect private property.

- The agreements focus on fisheries, stewardship, and marine emergency management, not land

title or municipal governance.

- The agreements do not explicitly state that fee simple property is protected.

Cowichan Decision (2025) 
- The BC Supreme Court recognized Aboriginal title over land already granted in fee simple.

- Some Crown grants were declared invalid, creating province-wide uncertainty.

- The decision is currently under appeal, but its implications are significant for all municipalities.

3. Risk Assessment for West Vancouver

A. Direct Property Risk- Low
- No active Aboriginal title claim exists over West Vancouver (yet)

- The Musqueam agreements do not create or imply a title claim (yet)

- No changes to fee simple ownership, taxation, or zoning (yet)

B. Policy & Process Risk- Moderate
- Increased federal-Musqueam collaboration may influence:

- Environmental permitting

  - Shoreline and foreshore decisions   
  - Emergency management coordination   
  - Municipal processes may require additional consultation steps in the future. 
  - Musqueam, Squamish, and Tsleil-Waututh have overlapping territorial assertions on the 
North Shore 

 
C. Systemic Legal Risk — High (Province-Wide) 

- The Cowichan ruling introduces uncertainty about the security of Crown grants.   
- If upheld or expanded, it may require provincial legislative action to protect homeowners. 

 
4. Implications for the District of West Vancouver 
    A. Municipal Planning & Permitting 

    Council may need to prepare for: 
- Additional consultation requirements with Musqueam on certain projects   
- Longer permitting timelines for shoreline, environmental, or infrastructure work   
- Increased expectations for co-management in marine and emergency contexts 

 
B. Communication with Residents 

Residents are seeking: 
- Clear statements about the long and short term security of fee simple property   
- Transparency regarding any future agreements affecting the municipality   
- Assurance that municipal authority remains unchanged 

 
C. Advocacy Role 

Council may wish to: 
- Request explicit fee simple protections in future agreements   
- Seek clarity from the Province on the Cowichan appeal strategy   
- Advocate for homeowner protections and compensation guarantees   
- Request advance disclosure of any agreements affecting municipal boundaries or 
processes 

 
5. Recommended Actions for Council 

1. Request a formal briefing from the Province and federal government on the Musqueam 
agreements.   
2. Seek written confirmation that private property rights in West Vancouver remain fully protected.   
3. Ask for explicit language in future agreements affirming municipal jurisdiction and fee simple 
security.   
4. Monitor the Cowichan appeal and request updates from the Attorney General.   
5. Communicate proactively with residents to maintain trust and transparency.   
6. Prepare internal guidance for staff on potential consultation requirements. 

 
6. Conclusion 

West Vancouver homeowners are not currently at risk of land loss or changes to fee simple 
ownership. However, the combination of the Musqueam agreements and the Cowichan ruling has 
created real uncertainty that requires clear communication, proactive planning, and strong 
advocacy from local government. 

 
The District of West Vancouver is well-positioned to play a leadership role in ensuring transparency, 
protecting residents, and maintaining confidence in municipal governance.

Mayor and Council: 

I continue to support pay-parking in ALL our parks. 

1) 1) All other beaches in Metro have pay-parking. When this was introduced to Ambleside, people

sent letters to Mayor and Council from far-off places expressing their outrage. When the evening news

interviewed people the day it was first introduced, they said just that: it was the only beach with 

free parking and they came from elsewhere for that reason. 

Local residents are being crowded out of our parks. Countless friends and neighbours have 

told me that they avoid the area on weekends due to overcrowding. Local taxpayers are being 

pushed out. Yet, we pay to maintain our facilities for folks that want only free parking. 

I want my Mayor and Council to represent MY interests. That means user pay, not just local 

taxpayers and allow us to comfortably use our parks. Why are we bowing to special interest 

groups? Does the loudest voice get their way?? 

The local businesses, (that I personally go out of my wait to support) are concerned that 

folks looking for a freebee will fill the surrounding business area. They are relentless in expressing 

their dissatisfaction. Perhaps they could start by using their own parking and encouraging 

their employees to park elsewhere or take transit. 

I suspect that after a couple of 2 or 3 block trips with hibachis, lawn chairs, barbecues, 

umbrellas, coolers and such along with children in tow, these folks will see the merits of pay 

parking. 

That is what happened with the Port Mann and Golden Ears toll bridges. People were 

outraged - complained to the media, wrote letters and swore they would never pay. They took 

alternate routes. Well, after suffering the traffic and inconvenience of the alternate routes a 

few times, they signed up to pay. Time is money, even for cheapskates. 

2) 2) Not only businesses, but nearby residents are also stakeholders and actually pay the bulk of

our taxes. They need to be asked for their opinion. In Kits, it is resident only parking for several blocks

off the main throughfares - enough to discourage all but the hardiest cheapskates.

3) And by the way, many of the parking spots surrounding the business district are filled with

"Park n' Ride" folks long before most of our local businesses are open. Watch folks parking their

vehicles on the local side streets         between 8-9 am and walking to the bus stops on 
Marine.  These are not park goers avoiding fees that the ADBIA blames for filling these spots, but people 
who work downtown or elsewhere.  

      4)  I notice that there is a daily limit of 3-4 hours to pay-parking in many areas.  No all-day campers 
in White Rock, Rocky Point (Port Moody), Lynn Valley Park and I am sure others.   3-4 hours anywhere in 
these regions and that’s it -             cumulative, no moving your vehicle to another space.  I also 
note that our community centre has a 3-hour limit.  That got rid of the commuters.  There are now places 
to park there.

The disruptive change in grinder maintenance service implemented July 2024 was uniquely disastrous tor us as the 
grinder tailed soon thereafter and we were left on our own to rectify it. We initially called the District in a plea tor 
tee tor service support but were denied. Accordingly, we engaged tor emergency 
service on . As a result of that service, it 
was determined that the District-installed pump was not completely repairable. The District would not sell me a 
grinder pump from their inventory.
